If you would like to camp, you can still sign up for it at the show on a first come, first 
serve basis. Quiet Hours are from 10 am to 6am: No Generators during that time. Please 
be considerate of your fellow campers!  IMPORTANT : The gates are locked after 10 
PM.  Please plan accordingly. 
 

Height Cards: In order to expedite check in, please consider emailing or snail-
mailing a copy of your height card, if you did not send one in. You must present your 
height card or be measure PRIOR to running or your run will not count.

There is room for 
crating around the rings, but please keep your crating area small. Please bring chairs, 
crates, water, and clean up tools for your dogs. The trial site will be available for set up 
on Friday afternoon from 3 p.m. to dusk. The club reserves the right to move set-ups 
on Friday evening, without notice, if space if needed for trial administration use. There is 
no charge for entering the fairgrounds to set up on Friday afternoon or for day-of-show 
parking.

Heading South from Portland on I-5  
Take EXIT 282A (Canby/Hubbard) and go 1.6 miles Turn Left at stoplight - Arndt Rd 
Go 1.9 miles and you will come to a Y in the road, stay left You will now be on Knights 
Bridge Rd Go 2.1 miles and take a Right on Grant St. (Stop sign) Then take a left on 4th 
Ave 4th Ave takes you directly to the Fairgrounds which will be on your left.  
Heading South from Portland on I-205  
Take EXIT 9 (Oregon City) Turn Left at the stop light onto Hwy 99E Follow Hwy 99E 
for 10 miles South into Canby Fairgrounds will be on your Right as you enter Canby 
Turn Right at the stoplight for Pine Street (You will see the Fairgrounds Sign)  
Heading North from Salem on I-5  
Take EXIT 278 (Aurora/Donald) and turn right onto Ehlen Rd Follow Ehlen Rd into 
Aurora to Hwy 99E Take a Left onto Hwy 99E Go through Canby and take a Left into 
Fairgrounds at Pine St (Stoplight) (You will see the Fairgrounds Sign.
